For requirement 2-1, you may demonstrate your ability to use the shooting fundamentals
by shooting five shot groups (five shots per group) in which all shots can be covered by or touch a quarter and then explain how to adjust the sights to zero the rifle.

According to the target used, each shot in the group
must meet the following minimum score:
1) At 50 feet using NRA A-23 or NMLRA 50-yard targets -- 7
2) At 50 yards using NRA A-25 or NMLRA 100-yard targets -- 7
